Please read the following carefully: 
 
THE LAW 
 
Constitutional Law holds that all persons have a right to be free of unreasonable searches and 
seizures.  An unreasonable search invades a reasonable expectation of privacy.  Where an 
individual does not have a reasonable expectation of privacy, a search is lawful.  For the most part, 
searches for individuals and their property within penal institutions do not violate a reasonable 
expectation of privacy provided such searches are prudently carried out, and safeguards against 
such abuse of such practices are governed by facility policy and procedures. 
(Auth: HRS 353-3; Imp: HRS 351) 
 
NOTICE 
 
Every visitor of a correctional institution (including those authorized to perform work or private 
services, either through contract or volunteer), and every employee are subject to search of their 
person, including strip search, and of their vehicle, locker or other personal property at anytime 
with reasonable cause.  Employment at and/or access to any facility may be denied or terminated if 
you refuse to sign this Notice of Consent to Search Form. 
 
CONSENT 
 
I have read or have had the above statement read to me, and fully understand its contents and 
agree to submit to a reasonable search of my person, including strip search, my vehicle, and any 
property upon entering any correctional facility.
