The General Provisions contained herein are amended as follows:

A.
ADD THE FOLLOWING SECTION:

1.    CERTIFICATION FOR PERFORMANCE OF SERVICES - Pursuant to Section 103-55, Hawaii Revised Statutes, and unless indicated otherwise, each bidder is required to submit the attached "Certificate for Performance of Services" in the event the bidder submits a bid in excess of $5,000.  This certificate must be submitted along with the bidder's proposal.

The above information is provided to the Contractor for guidance only and is subject to change in accordance with existing collective bargaining contracts or shall change as contracts are renegotiated.  It is the bidders responsibility to verify the accuracy of the wage rates contained herein and to provide for changes in the minimum wage which must be paid personnel working on this project at all times.  Information on the status of Bargaining Unit (BU) contracts can be obtained from the Highways Division, Personnel Management Office (587-2230).

Bidders are further advised that they are not restricted to hire only those classifications of employees as listed, but are free to employ such other classifications of workers as the bidder deems proper and proposes to use on the project, and as may be according to the bidder's common hiring practice.  However, the principal duties of employees other than those listed here in above working on the project will be matched against those of State workers to determine the closest equivalent State employee classification, and the Contractor must compensate such employee(s) at a rate which is no less than that of the equivalent State employee.


TECHNICAL PROVISIONS
1.  COMMUNICATIONS EQUIPMENT - All equipment to be serviced are manufactured by Motorola, Inc.

2.  PREVENTIVE MAINTENANCE Motorola Astro P25 system - Once every three (3) months, the contractor shall inspect, in accordance with standard industry practice, the communications equipment at the four base stations and at the five repeater stations.  All inspection and maintenance work shall be performed by a qualified person licensed by the Federal Communications Commission (FCC).  The Contractor shall provide a record within two weeks of the end of the quarter to certify that the inspection was done.  The record shall consist of work tickets, which are legible and suitable for making legible copies on a copying machine.  The work ticket shall contain identification and location of equipment, services performed, "as found" and "adjusted to" measurements and FCC checks.  Failure to submit said report is grounds for withholding payment for that month. The Contractor shall make repairs, adjustments, and replacements of components as necessary to maintain the equipment, including NiCad batteries, in normal operating condition, provided that such services and maintenance are necessitated from normal and proper usage.  The annual inspection required of the transmitter shall be completed during the first month of this contract and shall include frequency measurements, deviation measurements, and power input measurements, as required by the Federal Communications Commission.  The contractor shall notify the Maintenance Engineer or his representative at least 48 hours in advance so that arrangements can be made for them to access the equipment sites.  The Maintenance Engineer and his representative can be reached at the office telephone numbers 831-6700 ext. 129.  The Contractor shall provide their own equipment to facilitate systems testing, including two-way radios. The Contractor shall provide a list of service personnel who will be inspecting sites (Name, Address, Social Security Number & Date of Birth) to the Maintenance Engineer at the beginning of the contract.  The Contractor is responsible for updating the list as appropriate.

3.  SERVICES - The Contractor shall provide prompt repair and/or adjustment service for equipment during normal work hours upon request.  Normal working hours are defined as 7:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday, excluding State holidays.  If repair service is required outside of normal working hours or due to misuse, the State shall compensate the Contractor at his current rates.

4.  MOBILE RADIOS - All mobile radio equipment located in vehicles will be serviced on-site or at the Contractor's facilities.   All mobile radio equipment located in older vehicles will be removed and installed in new vehicles.
5.  HAND-HELD RADIOS - All hand-held radios will be serviced on-site or at the Contractor's facilities.

6.  WORKSTATION/SERVER - All mobile radio equipment located in vehicles will be serviced on-site or at the Contractor's facilities.

7.  TERMINAL SERVER/MODEM/STAT MUX - All mobile radio equipment located in vehicles will be serviced on-site or at the Contractor's facilities.

8.  PARTS AND COMPONENTS - All parts and components which must be repaired or replaced as a result of preventive maintenance inspection or emergency service will be paid by the State at rates customarily offered to Government Agencies, plus applicable General Excise Tax.  For any repair part costing over Ten Dollars ($10.00), Contractor must obtain prior approval of the Maintenance Engineer or his representative before replacing same and invoicing the State.

9.  GUARANTEE - The Contractor shall guarantee that all services performed be of the kind and quality necessary to assure performance in accordance with Motorola published specifications for that equipment.  The Contractor shall be factory certified and be an authorized Motorola Service Center to service Motorola Astro Project 25 CAI two-way communications equipment. The warranty period shall be for a period of not less than 90 days.

10.  INVENTORY - The Contractor shall stock an adequate inventory of commonly used parts to facilitate expedient repairs.

11.  ADDITIONAL EQUIPMENT - Additional communications equipment may be added to this contract upon mutual written agreement between Contractor and the State.  The compensation rates and scope of work as specified in this contract shall apply to these additional equipment.

12. Microwave Communication Circuits - The Contractor shall be able to trouble shoot and coordinate with the City and County, and the State ICSD to resolving any problems with the microwave communication circuits located at the various repeater sites, Honolulu Hale and Kalanimoku Building, and Makiki Roundtop.

13.  CONTRACT TERM - The term of this contract shall be for a period of twenty-four (24) months .

14.  TIME OF PAYMENT - The Contractor shall be paid within two weeks of the quarter after the performance of the services required under this contract, subject to receipt of acceptable work reports from the Contractor.  Failure by the Contractor to submit acceptable work reports shall be cause for delayed or non-payment.

15.  LOCATION OF EQUIPMENT - Communication equipment covered under this contract are located at various locations as follows:

Quantar Station/ Repeater - Manawa Hua, Mokuleia, Honolulu International Airport, Koko Head, Kapaa Quarry and Kahuku Police Station.

Quantar Station/Base - Manawa Hua, Mokuleia, Honolulu International Airport, Koko Head, Kapaa Quarry, Kahuku Police Statio.

Digital Comparator - Honolulu International Airport

Mobile Radios - Various Oahu District Baseyards. 

Base Stations - H-3 Tunnel Control.

Terminal Servers - Honolulu Municipal Building

Handheld Radios - Various Oahu District Baseyards and H-3 Tunnel.

Please provide Ms. Almeida with your name, organization, reason for entry into the radio facility, your ETA (estimated time of arrival at the site) and your ETD (estimated time of departure from the site).

Upon entry into the radio building, report your entry to the Honolulu Police Department Communications Center by dialing "1-0-2" on the microwave order wire.  Please provide your name, organization, reason for being at the radio site, and your ETD.

After Hours Noted Above, Weekends & Holidays:
Upon entry into the radio building, report your entry to the Honolulu Police Department Communications Center by dialing "1-0-2" on the microwave order wire.  Please provide your name, organization, reason for being at the radio site, and your ETD.

b)
Keep Radio Facility Clean
Take all appropriate actions to ensure that the work areas are kept clean and safe.  All work material generated shall be removed on a daily basis and disposed of in accordance with applicable laws.

c)
No Eating In Radio Building
There shall be no eating in the radio equipment room.  Left-over food have attracted rodents, ants, and cockroaches into the room.

d)
Keep Doors Closed At All Times
Close all doors when working in the radio room and upon leaving the facility.  Open doors have allowed rodents and insects to enter the room and have also resulted in less than efficient operation of the air conditioning system.

e)
Do Not Tamper With Air Conditioning Equipment
Do not turn off or turn down any air conditioning equipment unless instructed by the Building Department or the Honolulu Police Department.  The A/C units are designed for constant running.  Tampering with them may cause equipment lock-up.

f)
Report All Observed Violations
Report all observed violations of the above listed requirements, or any other violation that could be detrimental to radio operations at any site, to HPD Telecommunications Systems Section (TSS) at Ph. 831-7200.

The rules will be strictly enforced by the City & County of Honolulu Building Department and the Honolulu Police Department.
