
SPECIFICATIONS
1. PURPOSE
The purpose of this Invitation for Bid (IFB) is to procure branded promotional items for the State of Hawaiʻi, Department of Agriculture & Biosecurity (DAB). These items will support Department-wide and Program-specific brand identification using the established DAB name and logo and Program-specific logos. Programs include: Made in Hawaiʻi with Aloha, Buy Local it Matters, Hawaiʻi Seal of Quality. The items have been selected and described, quantities have been determined and logos will be provided by the Department in the manner best practicable for the chosen vendor.

2.  SCOPE OF SERVICES
The Contractor shall furnish all labor, materials, equipment, and services necessary to provide branded promotional and identification items as specified herein. All items shall include the application of the established DAB logo and, where specified, Division-specific logos that incorporate or co-brand with the DAB name and/or logo.

2.3 SELECTED PROMOTIONAL ITEMS
The Department has identified and listed specific promotional and identification items within this IFB. The listed items represent the minimum requirements of the Department.
All items shall be produced in accordance with the specifications stated in this IFB and shall bear the appropriate DAB and/or Program logo as designated.

2.4 LOGO APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS
2.4.1 Department-Wide Items
Items designated for Department-wide or without a designated logo will use established DAB logo only, unless otherwise specified.
2.4.2 Program-Specific Items
Items designated for Programs use shall display the Program specific logo or identifier, which must also include or be visually associated with the DAB name and/or DAB logo.
2.4.3 Branding Standards
Logo placement, size, color, and reproduction quality shall meet Department specifications. No alterations, redesigns, or alternate logo treatments shall be permitted without prior written approval from the Department.
2.5 SIMILAR OR EQUIVALENT ITEMS
2.5.1 Allowance for Equivalents
Bidders may propose similar or equivalent items in lieu of the exact items listed in this IFB, provided the proposed items meet or exceed the listed specifications.
2.5.2 Requirements for Proposed Equivalents
All proposed equivalent items shall:
a. Be equal or superior in quality, durability, and functionality
b. Be suitable for public-sector promotional use
c. Properly accommodate the required DAB and/or Program logo(s)
d. Be clearly identified as a substitution in the bid response
e. Include sufficient product specifications, descriptions, and images for evaluation
2.5.3 Determination of Equivalency
The determination of whether an item is considered similar or equivalent shall be made solely by the Department.

2.6 Bid Response Itemization is required
Bidders shall complete and submit the following information for each item listed in this IFB. Failure to provide complete information may result in the bid being deemed non-responsive.

2.7 REVIEW AND APPROVAL
All proposed items, substitutions, proofs, and logo applications are subject to Department review and written approval prior to production. Approval shall not relieve the Contractor of responsibility for meeting all IFB requirements.

2.8 DELIVERY SCHEDULE
The Contractor shall make every effort to complete and deliver all approved items no later than July 6, 2026 or as close to that date as possible, subject to review and approval timelines.
The Contractor shall notify the Department in writing of any anticipated delays and propose corrective action.

2.9 GROUNDS FOR NON-RESPONSIVENESS
The Department reserves the right to deem a bid non-responsive for reasons including, but not limited to, the following:
a. Failure to meet minimum item specifications
b. Failure to clearly identify proposed substitutions
c. Insufficient documentation for proposed equivalent items
d. Items that cannot properly accommodate required logo applications
e. Unauthorized alteration of the DAB or Division logos
f. Failure to comply with branding or co-branding requirements
